Prior to her service in the White House, Margaret

Spell ings served as Senior Advisor to then-

Governor George W. Bush of Texas, led govern-

ment relations efforts for the Texas Association of

School boards, served in various leadership

capacities for the Texas legislature, and worked

for local education organizations including Austin

Community College. 

Spellings serves on the boards of the Broad

Center for the Management of School Systems

and the National Alliance for Public Charter

Schools.
